Since 2001, the Office of Genetic Counselling & Disabled Children (OGCDC), the predecessor of Thua-Thien-Hue Province's Fund of Genetic Counseling &
Disabled Children (FGCDC) has implemented a special education model for children with intellectual disabilities in partnership with the German Development
Service (DED). With the support of experts, we are one of the pioneer organizations in establishing and developing educational programs for children with
disabilities in Hue City.

To achieve these achievements, since its establishment until now, Future School has always received the support of special education experts from many
different organizations around the world. From 2001 to 2014, we received four special education and early intervention experts from the German
Development Service Organization working directly to train the staff and teachers of OGCDC and Future School about educational programs for children with
intellectual disabilities. In addition, the school also receives professional support from lecturers and students specializing in Speech Therapy, Physiotherapy and
Therapeutic Activity in the educational and cultural exchange program of University of Queensland (Australia) from 2013 to present, specialized assistance
from the Special Education Association (USA). In particular, from April 2019, we received the support of Ms. Sayuri Shimizu, a Special Education volunteer from
JICA (Japan), to work at Future School for 2 years.
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
